2. The Feis will run in accordance with the Rules of An Coimisuin Le Rinci Gaelacha.

3. The receipt of entries implies that you acknowledge and accept all of the Rules set down by

An Coimisun Le Rinci Gaelacha & The Southern England Regional Council, as well as the
rules listed below.

4. Entries will only be accepted from teaches registered with An Coimisun.

5. “Beginners Rule” - the basic steps as defined by the Southern England Regional Council
will be adhered to for all beginners age groups.

6. Beginners & Primary Grade competitions are open to all regions.

7. A dancer may only compete in one grade for each dance.

8. An Coimisun ruled that as from 01/01/07, that NO block, En pointe, stationary or moving
be allowed to be performed for all ages up to and including the under 12 age group worldwide.
the Under 12 age group will be allowed to toe walk from the 1st September 2009.

9. Dancers should have proof of age ( i.e. Registration Cards ) in the event of a query into their
age group.

10. Where there are 5 dancers or less for Beginners, Primary & Intermediate competitions the
result will not effect their grading.

11. A Beginner is a dancer who has never gained a 1st, 2nd or 3rd place in the beginner grade
or any medal in a higher grade for that particular dance.

12. A primary dancer is one who has never won 1st or 2nd place (from 01.07.07) for that
particular dance in any age group.

13. An Intermediate dancer is one who has never won Ist place for that particular dance in

a particular age group and/or has not won an Open Championship or Premier competition.

14. Any Beginners, Primary or Intermediate competition in which competitors number over 40
will be split evenly.

15. All Championship Cups are perpetual: Winners will be responsible for any loss or damage
and for there safe return in adequate time for the next Feiseanna.

16. All Adjudicators decisions are FINAL.

17. Any competition can be moved to another hall at the discretion of the Feis Secretary.

18. No entries will be taken on the day.

19. Dancers must be properly attired throughout the whole competition and in the halls, and
for the results ceremony.

20. No Smoking in any of the Feis buildings.

21. No Video or Digital recording is allowed during any competition.

22. No Flash photography is allowed during any competition.

23. The Feis committee accept NO responsibility for any loss or damage to any personal
property.

24. Objections against any breach of the rules must be made in writing and signed to theFeis
Secretary & accompanied by a fee of £25.00. This will be refunded if the objection is upheld.
25. Any form of unauthorized photography which has the capability of capturing a dancer’s
image whilst in motion, using electronic or manual means, eg mobile phone, standard camera,
video, camcorder, cine recorder,commercial film,with or without flash enhancement, is
expressly forbidden in competition.
